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Message from Warren: Reflections on 2010

Someone recently
asked me if T felt

nervous on my first
day on the job as your
CEO. I told them I
didn’t and explained
why.  When I took
on my new role last
January 1, I had been
a Unity employee for
over 30 years. Being
so familiar with our mission, our quality
care and services, and most important,
our staff, I felt quite confident about our
future.

I was right. Our accomplishments this
year are numerous, and many times we
have proven to be leaders in the health
care sector.

At a news conference held in Febru-
ary, we announced we would be the first
health system in our community to move
forward with plans to renovate and ex-
pand its hospital. Weeks after this major
announcement, we opened our new facil-
ity in Spencerport -- home to an ACM
Laboratory Patient Service Center, Unity
Family Medicine, and Unity Dialysis. In
May, we dedicated the Wegman Fam-
ily Cottages and McCormick Transition-
al Care Center at the Park Ridge Living
Center. A month later, we cut the ribbon
on Unity at Ridgeway—the new home for
the Unity Spine Center, Unity Diabetes
Center, one of our outpatient rehabilita-
tion centers, and several other services.

Our successes go beyond the buildings
to improving the quality of care we pro-
vide to our patients, including Unity Hos-
pital’s launch of u.Net - our computerized

physician order entry system, receiving a
$7 million grant to enhance our care of
diabetes patients, and gaining national
accreditations and awards for the level of
service we deliver. ACM Medical Labora-
tory, now an international leader in clini-
cal trials, is involved with research that
will help save lives around the world!

These events were very exciting and [
was proud to be a part of them.

The best part of my job, however, is
having the opportunity to meet our pa-
tients, residents, and many of you. I am
amazed at the many activities and inter-
ests Unity people have, including volun-
teering in community groups, mountain
climbing, collecting antiques, and caring
for their families, just to name a few. I
couldn’t be prouder when meeting those
we serve. Many had special stories to tell;
one ended their story with “Unity Health
System saved my life.”

In addition to ensuring that our mis-
sion and values are followed, representing
Unity is one of my biggest roles. Ilearned
quickly that CEOs have many opportuni-
ties to represent their organizations and it
is with pleasure that I represent Unity in
our community.

One of my greatest satisfactions is to go
home at the end of the day having made
a positive difference. I want to thank
each of you for the many ways in which
you have made a positive difference in
the lives of those we serve — by delivering
health care how it should be. Thank you

“We had at
least one or two gifts for each person,” Allen said. “The outpouring of support we received
from the Mental Health unit was just tremendous,” she said. “We are so thankful.”
